Where will | study after Year 12? If you are in Year 12, no doubt you have begun to think about where you will study

in 2010. Your choices include Universities, Technical And Further Education (TAFE) Institutes and independent

colleges.

1 There are several universities in Victoria: Australian Catholic University, Ballarat, Charles Sturt (a NSW uni
with a campus at Albury-Wodonga), Deakin, La Trobe, Melbourne, Monash, Swinburne, RMIT and Victoria.
They offer degrees.

1 TAFE'sar e | ocated throughout Victori a, with most ar ea
(e.g. RMIT, Swinburne and Victoria) while others stand alone (e.g. Box Hill, Chisholm and Kangan Batman).
They offer pre-apprenticeships, certificates, diplomas and sometimes degrees.

1 There are many specialist independent colleges such as Australian College of Natural Medicine, Australian
College of Sports Therapy and Photographic Imaging College, offering certificates, diplomas and degrees.

Undergraduate university degree courses are subsidised by the
government with Commonwealth Supported Places (CSP), except for
international students who pay full fees; most TAFE places are also
subsidised (fees are under review), while independent colleges require
the payment of full course fees. There are government loan
arrangements available for many fee-paying courses; to find out about
payment for courses, and a Iot of other information, see
www.goingtouni.gov.au.

NOTE: If you have a CSP you will be required to pay a portion of the
fees; this payment, however, can be deferred until you are earning
about $40,000pa (currently) and re-paid through the tax system. You
need to find the most suitable alternative; you can get assistance in this
process by attending Open Days (mainly Sundays in August), going to
seminars, reading course information, talking to friends/relatives and by
meeting with Mrs Lopez.
