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An important change to Wednesday and Friday Period 4
study periods.

Productive study equals improved student results.

The Senior Students have made a promising start to the year as we near
the end of Term 1. In saying this there is one important change the majority of students can make to improve
their academic performance for the rest of 2009. In each student diary (page V) there is a guide to the amount of study
that should be undertaken each week. In summary it suggests that Year 10 students do about an hour and 10 minutes
per subject per week. Year 11 Students should complete about 2 and half hours per subject per week. Year 12
Students approximately 4 hours per week per subject.

In regards to Year 11 and 12 students, if they use their study periods at school wisely they can include this as part of
their hours of weekly study. Period 4 on Wednesdays and Fridays are part of the normal school day, but we currently
allow students to go home to study at 1.00pm on these two days.

However it has come to the attention of the Senior School that a number of students are behind in their studies and as
a result we are rescinding the privilege of home study on Wednesdays and Fridays for these students. Last week all
VCE teachers provided a list of Year 11 and 12 Students who have not completed all of their school work.

The students who are behind in their work will stay at school period 4 Wednesdays and Fridays until all their
work is up to date and up to a VCE standard.

This process will continue for the rest of the year. Each week VCE teachers will advise the Senior School of those
students who have not completed work and those students will remain at school as outlined above. The Senior School
asks for parents support with this change, which will support student learning and improve their VCE results.

On Wednesday April 1 all Year 12 Students (with the exception of VET students) are required to be at school period 4
for a study skills session that is designed to assist Year 12 Students with their study during the term break.

June examinations and GAT timetable

Note all that all VCE students are required to sit the GAT, including Year 10 students undertaking a Unit 3 subject.
Each examination commences with a 15 minute reading period which is included in the times shown in the timetable.
