• Black leather (not suede or 
platform heeled) lace-up school 
shoes  (No runners or similar)

• Navy Blue Heathmont College 
trousers OR Navy Blue Heathmont 
College shorts 

• Plain white short sleeved shirt 
(straight hemmed) OR white polo 
with logo (summer) 

• Plain white shirt, white skivvy or long

GENERAL NOTES: 

 

• All items of clothing should bear the student’s name. 

• Neatness and cleanliness are part of being properly dressed. 

• Jewellery and cosmetics are not part of the College uniform and so must not be worn 
at College.  SOS tags and watches are permitted.  The only body piercings permitted 
are studs and small sleepers in the ears.  No responsibility can be taken for any 
items brought to College or worn by students ignoring these rules. 

• Leather shoes must be worn in Science practical classes, Technology and Foods 
lessons for   safety. 

• Aprons (provided by the College) MUST be worn in Technology lessons to protect 
uniforms. 

• The PE uniform (as outlined above) must be worn to all PE and sport classes.  
Students are permitted to wear the PE uniform for the entire school day that they 
have a scheduled PE class.  Students are not permitted to wear the PE uniform on 
days where they do not have a PE class. 

Students will be required to wear uniform on excursions unless otherwise 
advised.
